@ The Empire State Building is in New York, USA. 

@ The building took only 1 year and 45 days to build. 

Construction was completed in 1931, and at the time 

it was the tallest building in the world, at 1,250 feet. 

As many as 3,400 workers built the tower. 

@ There are about 4 million visitors every year to 

the observation decks on the 86" and 102"? floors. 

@ The Empire State Building has a lightning rod at 

the top that is struck by lightning dozens of times 

per year. 

@ The Empire State Building is so big it even has its 

own zip code. 

The Eiffel Tower isin Paris, France. 

@ Thetower was built in 1889 as the entrance to the 

World’s Fair. Made of iron, itis the tallest structure 

in Paris, about the height of an 8l-story building. 

@ The Eiffel Tower is named for Gustave Eiffel, whose 

architecture company designed the building. 

® The tower is the most-visited paid monument inthe 

world—around 7 million people visit every year. 

@® Every 7 years about 50 tons of paint are applied 

to the Eiffel Tower to protect it from rust. 

® The Taj Mahalis in Agra, India. 

It took more than 20 years to build and was 

finished in 1653, It is made of white marble and 

20,000 workers helped build it. More than 

1,000 elephants were used to transport the marble. 

The four sides of the Taj Mahal are nearly identical. 

@ The monument was built by Emperor Shah Jahan 

as amemorial to his wife, Mumtaz Mahal, who died 

while giving birth to her 14" child. 

® The Taj Mahalis the mausoleum where Shah Jahan 

and Mumtaz Mahal are buried.
